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A Study of the Jataka Arrangement Engraved

The main objective of this was to study the arrangemgnt of the Lord Buddf;a’s
life story appeared on the stone - slab engravings representing Jataka at Wat Si Chum.

Data concerning arts and related engravings from various places : Wat Si Chum -
Sukhothai Province, Ram ‘Kamhaeng National Museum - Sukhothai Province, and
Phranakhorn National Museum - Bangkok, were collected and analyzed by Iconography and
engraved ancient script. This was then compared with the Lord Buddha’s life story in
Jataka Book of Ceylon - the English translation version by E.B. Cowell.

It was found that the Jataka stone-slab engravings at Wat Si Chum, Sukhothai
Province, might be arranged in corréspondence to descriptive scripts and should have 100

Jatakas.
