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Comma is the m'ost_importam and frequently used punctuation for ending up a certain word,
a group of words or a discourse within a sentence. Therefore, it cannot be used to commect two
sentences. Commas, however, can be placed at various intrasentential positions while in many cases
they can be omitted. It should then be noted that commas function principally as a tool to prevent

misinterpretation and to avoid any miscommunication.
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
