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The study aimed to investigate the teaching efficiency of instructors at the Main
Campus of Rajamangala Institute of Technology, and to compare the teaching efficiency of instructors
among different faculties. The sample consisted of 342 instructors as well as 2,450 students derived
from stratified random sampling. Data was collected by using questionnaires and inventory constructed
by the researcher. Means and standard deviations were used in analyzing the data, followed by one-way
analysis of variance and the application of Tukey’s method to compare pair-wise differences. Results
of the study in linc with teaching efficiency showed that with regard to the professional knowledge in
teaching, the item on theoretical and practical knowledge of instructors gained the highest score whilst
the knowledge concerning National Education Act B.E. 2542 (1999) was the lowest one. With
respect to attitude, it was found that instructors of all faculties had high positive attitude
towards being a teacher. As far as the organizing of teaching-learning process was concerned, instructors
were evaluated as having moderate abilities. An ability in lesson preparation was marked as the highest
score whilst an ability in measurement and evaluation was at the lowest ranked score. In regards to
teacher’s personality, the highest score went to propriety dressing whilst the lowest one went to
punctuality. When comparing teaching efficiency, the resuits revealed that the professional knowledge in
teaching, the ability in organizing teaching-learning process, and the personality of instructors in various
faculties were significantly different at 0.01 level. It was also found that instructors from the Business
Administration, and Education Faculties received higher scores in professional knowledge in teaching
than those from the Engineering Faculty. In addition, the scores of the ability in organizing teaching-
learning process of instructors form the Faculties of Fine Arts and Architecture were lower than those
form other faculties. Moreover, it was found that the personality scores of instructors from the Faculty
of Home Economics were, with the exception of the Faculty of Education, higher than those form other
faculties.
